MUMBAI: While walking around
in his Dombivli house, Rajesh
SundaramIyer, has towatchhis
step. His award-winning
Dalmatian, Monica, recently
gavebirth to sevenpuppies,who
have taken over his home.
AsDiwali nears, the 44-year-

old engineer isworriedhow the
pups will deal with the loud
bang of crackers. “These pups
are highly susceptible to dis-
turbance because of their age,”
said Iyer, sounding as worried
as a first-time parent. So, for
three days during Diwali, the
pupswill be packedoff toSagar
Harshe’s Pet Care Centre at
Dombivli to live in a thermocol-
lined room. “This would defi-
nitely muffle the sound of the
firecrackers,” he added.
"Dogs get accustomed to

everything — sitting on bikes
and cars, but they never get
used to the cracker noises in
Diwali," said K. Rajashekhar
(24),whodotes onhis twodogs.
Given that pets are traumatised
by loudnoises, various pet care
centres across the city areoffer-
ing special services for Diwali.
These include emergency care,
medical lodging, behavioural
counseling and boarding or
crèche facility. Pet owners can

leave their cats, dogs or birds
at these centers when they go
towork or on a vacation or sim-
plywish to provide their pets a
safer and comfortable environ-
ment during Diwali.
"We have a farmhouse in

Lonavla where pets are kept in
an open space away from the
city noise. We have a capacity
to lodge 25 to 30 pets at a time.
Right now our farmhouse is
almost full," says JaisinghNaik
of Naik Kennel Services.
The service comes at a cost

of Rs. 200 to Rs 300 per day
(exclusive of the cost of brand-
edpet food). "Wegive themtoys,

balls and musical chew sticks
todivert their attention.Wealso
ensure that the daily timetable
of each pet is followed. All this
helps to reduce their anxiety
level," said Sanjay Jadhav of
Sanjay Pets Service in
Goregaon.
While some pets prefer a

hideout, many try to run away
from the noise. "Every year
after Diwali, we trace around
15 pedigree dogs that are lost
on the streets. It's tough to trace
their owners," said Lorenzo
Standen, the owner of Animal
Farm in Pune.
Veterinarian Dr Dinesh

Dinherkar said that keeping
pets alone inaclosed roomadds
to their stress. "They scratch
thewalls and floor thus hurting
themselves."Therefore, during
Diwali, ApekshaBhandari (22),
takes extra care of her seven-
year-oldCockerSpaniel,Ginger.
“I take him formorningwalk

earlier than usual, before the
crackers areburst. But at night,
hegoesunder thebedandrefus-
es to come out,” she said. Pet
care centres are not the solu-
tion for her. “Ginger would
rather feel safe with us in spite
of the sound than with
strangers," she said.

MUMBAI: Working on tight
budgets, borrowed sound-
tracks and making friends
act (for free) in their self-
scripted productions, colle-
gians across the city are
making short films.
Be it for class assignments

or to enter into competitions or
even just to stream it online,
Mumbai now has a new breed
of amateur short filmmakers
being bred in classrooms.They
are experimenting with a host
of topics fromdrugabuse to the
recent kidnappings in Kurla.
“Initially, the concept ofmak-

ing a film was completely alien
tomeandmygroupbut the four
of us managed to put together
amovie capturing the different
moods of passengers boarding
theNo. 93BESTbus. Itwas our
first filmand though theprocess
took longer than we imagined,
it was a learning experience,”
said 20-year-oldVishakaZaveri,
second year mass media stu-
dent at National College,
Bandra.
Thebudgetof these filmsusu-

ally comprises money con-
tributed by themembers of the
group, which covers all travel
and foodexpenses (ranges from
Rs 500 to Rs 1500 per person)
While Zaveri made the film

as a part of her media class
assignment, Kinjal Shah and
her groupmade a fictional film
based on the aftermath of drug
overdose to enter theHighlight
Reel Competition. “The one
thing I learnt was that film-
making is a group effort, you
cannot do everything yourself.
There have been times when I
reallywantedmy idea tobeused
but ultimately it boiled down to
using ideas that were best for
the film,” said 19-year-oldShah,
a first yearBAstudent, JaiHind
College,Churchgate.Ultimately,
this teamwork paid off when
Shahs’ groupbeat 20 other col-

lege entries and made it to the
final five in the competition.
But teachers are saying that

sometime students get too
involved in the technical aspect
of the film. “Sometimes the con-
tent and theme is not given
much attention because stu-
dents are only focusing on the
technical side of filmmaking. A
good film is a combination of
both,” said Seema Narendran,
coordinator, Bachelors inMass
Media, Ruia College.
Although these students are

makingmovies for the first time,
they are not hesitating with
experimenting with different
genresandmediums. “Wemade
an animated film on Buddha
with a voiceover and special
effects. Even though it took us
12 hours to make a 12 minute
film, when the entire class
applaudedafterwatching it,we
realised it was worth it,” said
19-year-old Dhwani Unadkat, a
mass media student at Usha
Pravin Gandhi College, Vile
Parle. Unadkat made this first
movie as part of her history
class assignment.
Sincemost of their shootings

take place on the crowded
streets of Mumbai, students
often run into problems even
after detailedpreparationsdur-
ing the pre-production stage.
“The biggest problem was

handling the normal public in
the frame. Since no one cares
about a bunch of studentsmak-
ing a movie, they continue to
eitherstaredirectly intothecam-

eraorsimplyblock itwhilegoing
about their daily chores. This
often led us to re-shoot many
sceneswhichwasexasperating,”
said 20-year-oldNikitaPeriwar,
a media student at Bhavans

C o l l e g e ,
Andheri.
Periwar made a six-and-a-

half minute film on the recent
Kurla kidnappings, which was
made from the accused pae-
dophile’s point of view.
Cyber-spacehasproved tobe

an accessible platform. Most of
theseaspiringdirectorsareput-
ting up their work on sites such

asYouTubeandMySpace toget
constructivecriticismfrompeo-
ple around the world. “Your
friends are always going to like
your work but by showcasing
your filmonline,youexposeyour
film to different classes of peo-
ple who will review your cellu-
loid vision with an unbiased
view,” 18-year-oldSuneetJain, a
juniorcollegecommercestudent,
Podar College, Matunga
